(2) Evaluate, prioritize, and make recommendations on funding for cultural arts needs
within the city.

(3) Review and recommend works of art for the city, especially works to be acquired
through appropriations set aside from municipal construction projects. Local artists will
be encouraged and given equal consideration for these projects.

(4) Inform, assist, sponsor or coordinate with arts organizations, artists, or others
interested in the cultural advancement of the community.

(5) Encourage and aid programs for the cultural enrichment of the citizens of Des Moines
and encourage more public visibility of the arts.

(6) Develop cooperation with schools, local, regional, state and national arts
organizations.

(7) Obtain private, local, regional, state or federal funds to promote arts projects within
the Des Moines community.

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Background
In 2003, the Cities of Auburn, Burien, Covington, Des Moines, Federal Way, Kent, Renton, SeaTac and

Tukwila began making the most efficient use of their limited resources by streamlining the funding
process with the implementation of the Joint Human Services Funding Program in order to provide
services for residents.

The Joint Human Services Funding Program was created by execution of the Memorandum of
Understanding in 2003 between the above-listed cities to allow for selected King County human service
providers to submit one application for funding, one invoice for payment, and one quarterly report of
performance measures and specific city demographics as opposed to completing individual applications,
invoice requests and quarterly reports for each city.

Des Moines participates in this process through annual approval of Exhibit A (Attachment 1) to the 2003
MOU (Attachment 2). The City may terminate its participation with 30 days written notice but remains
responsible for its funding responsibilities through the end of the calendar year.

Discussion

The 2003 MOU for Joint Human Services Funding Program consolidates the human services funding
process. This results in a more efficient use of government resources and human service provider
staffing and resources. The processing of fewer annual quarterly payment invoices and quarterly agency
performance and demographic report forms saves significant staff time. The 2018 Exhibit A includes
eleven human service providers; however, not all of the programs receive Des Moines funds. Based on
City of Des Moines’ 2018 budget, the programs receiving funds from Des Moines are:

Children’s Therapy Center for Children with Special Needs $1,000.00
Crisis Clinic (Telephone Referral, 211 & Teen Link) $ 7,900.00
DAWN (Transitional Shelter) $ 2,600.00
HealthPoint (Medical and Dental) $ 10,500.00
King Co. Sexual Assault Resource Center $ 4,142.00
Sound Generations (Meals on Wheels & Senior Shuttle) $4.625.00
Total: $30,767.00
Alternatives

City Council can choose to have the Des Moines Senior Services Manager Sue Padden manage all
nineteen of the 2018 human services agency contracts and payments which would include the nine
agencies identified in the 2018 Exhibit A.

Financial Impact
There is no additional cost for the 2018 Exhibit A to the 2003 MOU for Joint Human Services Funding

Program between the Cities of Auburn, Burien, Covington, Des Moines, Federal Way, Renton, SeaTac,
and Tukwila. The amounts have been previously budgeted for the 2018 Budget.

Recommendation

Des Moines Administration and the Des Moines Human Services Advisory Committee recommend that
the City Council approve the 2018 Exhibit A to the 2003 MOU for Joint Human Services Funding
Program with the Cities of Auburn, Burien, Covington, Federal Way, Renton, SeaTac and Tukwila as
attached.

for planning, funding, and implementation of a joint human services application and

WHEREAS, the parties wish to make the most efficient use of their resources biy
cooperating to provide funding to support human service providers in south King County;

NOW THEREFORE, and in consideration of the terms, conditions and performances
made herein, it is agreed as follows:

1. Purpose of MOU: The purpose of the MOU 1s the set up ‘a cooperative arrangement
between the Cities to consolidate the human services application and funding process.
Four nonprofit human services agencies, commonly funded by many of the Cities, have
been designated by the Cities for calendar year 2003. Nonprofit agencies may be added
or deleted each year as determined by the Cities for the cooperative program

2._Joint Participation.

a) Lead City. A Lead City will be designated by the Cities for each Nonprofit
Agency, as shown in Exhibit A, to act as the fiscal and administrative agent
for the Cities for that Nonprofit Agency. A Lead City is usually established
by the amount of funding and/or support to the particular Nonproﬁt Agency.

b) Participating City, A Participating City is a city participating in the
cooperative funding of a Nonprofit Agency, who is- not a Lead City.
Participating Cities for each Nonprofit Agency are identified in Exhibit A. A
Participating City shall review quarterly reports from the Nonprofit Agency.

If a Participating City becomes concerned with a Nonprofit Agency’s
services, it will promptly notify the Lead City. If a Participating City
determines that a Nonprofit Agency is not performing satisfactorily for their
city, the Participating City reserves. the right to request the Lead City to
withhold payments to the Nonpro fit Agency for their share of funding. In the
event that a ‘claim or lawsuit is initiated by a Nonproﬁt Agency against any
City for withholding payment, the City requesting the withholding of payment
shall be responsible for settling or defending the claim or lawsuit.

Purpose and Recommendation

The purpose of this item is to seek Council approval of revised Exhibit A (Attachment 2) to the existing
Interlocal Agreement (Attachment 1) between the Cities of SeaTac, Des Moines, Covington, and
Tukwila for planning, funding and implementation of a Joint Minor Home Repair (MHR) Program. The
Agreement shall remain in effect in an ongoing basis so long as funds are available. Des Moines’
updated share of the Community Development Block Grant funds provided by King County for the
program is $29,625 which covers repairs, plus $2,500 for City personnel costs to administer the
program. No City funds are used for the Program. The following motion will appear on the consent

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Background

The King County Department of Community and Human Services Community Services Division
requested project proposals for consideration by the King County Community Development Block Grant
(CDBG) Consortium. Request for Proposal (RFP) applications were available for non-profit
organizations and public agencies to request funds for the following types of projects:

* community facilities: acquisition, construction or rehabilitation

= public improvements: acquisition, construction or rehabilitation

= other: minor housing repair, economic development, employment services through a Community
Based Development Organization (CBDO) and other activities consistent with the objectives of
the King County Consortium Housing and Community Development Plan and federal CDBG
regulations at 24 CFR Part 570.

King County annually receives Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Funds from the United
States Department of Housing and Urban Development. The primary objective of the CDBG Program
as set forth by Congress is “the development of viable urban communities, by providing decent housing
and a suitable living environment and expanding economic opportunities, principally for persons of low
and moderate income.” Federal regulations define persons who are considered low and moderate
income as households earning under 80% of the area median income, as determined by HUD, adjusted
by household size.

King County administers CDBG funds on behalf of the King County CDBG Consortium. The
Consortium is established under Interlocal Cooperation Agreements between the County and 34 cities
and towns. A Joint Recommendations Committee (JRC) comprised of officials representing local
government members of the Consortium is appointed annually by the Suburban Cities Association to
advise the County Executive on CDBG funding and policy decisions.

Discussion

The Minor Home Repair program targets minor home repairs for low and moderate income homeowners
in the City of Des Moines. The program is intended to assist homeowners who are having a difficult
time maintaining their house. The program is a tool that the cities can use to both serve a human service
need of maintaining a safe house, as well as address some safety-related code enforcement issues. The
service also contributes to a more positive image of Des Moines single family neighborhoods. This
program is being coordinated by the Permit Coordinator/Business License Clerk.

The City of Des Moines has been a recipient of these funds since 2006. Throughout that time, staff has
met all requirements of King County for the proper expenditure of grant funds. With 2016 funds, the
City’s share allowed 19 projects to be completed for 16 low to moderate income families. These
projects provided multiple plumbing and electrical repairs, gutter and roof cleaning, grab bars, security
lighting, an emergency waterline repair, and other necessary repair and maintenance projects that helped
our citizens stay in their homes.

For 2017 funds, the Cities again partnered and submitted a competitive joint application and were
awarded $125,000. The Des Moines’ share is $29,625 plus $2,500 for City personnel costs. The
program will continue to be administered by the City of Tukwila, who will serve as the fiscal agent for
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the four cities, as well as handle the administration with King County. Each city will hire their own
contractors, screen their clients, and make referrals. Tukwila will front the money to Des Moines,
administer the paperwork, and request reimbursement from King County. The majority of the federal
requirements are met by Tukwila as they administer the program and are responsible for the distribution
of the funds. There are no changes to the signed 2013 agreement, which will remain in effect on an
ongoing basis so long as funds are available.

Alternatives

The Council could choose not to approve revised Exhibit A of the Interlocal Agreement, and withdraw
from the partnership. This would eliminate the funding for the minor home repair program, and eligible
low to moderate income homeowners in the community would not receive funds for repair of their

homes.

Financial Impact

Des Moines share of the Community Development Block Grant funds provided by King County for the
program is $29,625 which covers repairs plus $2,500 for City personnel costs to administer the program.
If the revised Exhibit A of the Interlocal Agreement is accepted, the City will incur administrative staff
costs for administering the program, paying invoices, submitting reimbursement requests and receipting
reimbursements from Tukwila. Tukwila will front the money to Des Moines, and then collect from
King County.

Recommendation

Finance and Legal Departments concur, and recommend approval of revised Exhibit A of the Interlocal
Agreement.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF SEATAC, DES
MOINES, COVINGTON, AND THE CITY OF TUKWILA FOR
PLANNING, FUNDING, AND IMPLEMENTATION OF A JOINT MINOR
HOME REPAIR PROGRAM

THIS INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT (“Interlocal”) is entered into pursuant to
Chapter 39.34 RCW, the Interlocal Cooperation Act, by the City of SeaTac (“SeaTac”), the City
of Des Moines (“Des Moines”), the City of Covington (“Covington”), and the City of Tukwila
(“Tukwila”), hereinafter referred to as “City” or “Cities,” to provide for planning, funding, and
implementation of a minor home repair program.

WHEREAS, the Cities engage in activities which support human service providers in
King County; and

WHEREAS, the Cities wish to make the most efficient use of their resources by
cooperating to provide funding to support human service providers in south King County; and

WHEREAS, through the Interlocal Cooperation Act, Chapter 39.34 RCW, the Cities
have the authority to engage in cooperative efforts that will result in more efficient use of

government resources;

WHEREAS, the Cities are signatories to a preceding interlocal agreement for the
planning, funding, and implementation of a joint minor home repair program dated February 29,
2012 (the “Former Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, one of the participants to the Former Agreement has recently terminated its
participation in the Former Agreement and the Cities wish to enter into a new interlocal
agreement for the planning, funding, and implementation of a joint minor home repair program
from this point forward;

NOW, THEREFORE, and in consideration of the terms, conditions, and performances
made herein, it is agreed as follows:

1. Purpose. The purpose of this Intcrlocal is to set up a cooperative arrangement
between the Cities to consolidate the funding process and implementation of a minor home repair
program. This Interlocal will increase the efficiency of administering the program while
decreasing administrative costs.

2. Responsibilities.
A. Tukwila’s Duties.

1) Contract and act as the fiscal and administrative agent with King County for
the implementation of a Block Grant for a minor home repair program for Des Moines, Tukwila
Covington, and SeaTac.

5) Responsible for the implementation of the minor home repair program within
Tukwila in accordance with terms specified in the Block Grant contract between Tukwila and
King County.

6) Review and pay invoices for any services performed in Tukwila pursuant to
this Interlocal.

7) Reimburse SeaTac, Covington, and Des Moines on an as received basis for
any invoices received pursuant to this Interlocal.

B. SeaTac’s Duties

1) Responsible for the implementation of the minor home repair program within
SeaTac in accordance with terms specified in the Block Grant contract between Tukwila and
King County.

2) Review and pay invoices for any services performed in SeaTac pursuant to
this Interlocal.

3) Remit invoices to Tukwila for reimbursement.

C. Des Moines’ Duties

1) Responsible for the implementation of the minor home repair program within
Des Moines in accordance with terms specified in the Block Grant contract between Tukwila and
King County.

2) Review and pay invoices for any services performed in Des Moines pursuant
to this Interlocal.

3) Remit invoices to Tukwila for reimbursement.

D. Covington’s Duties

1) Responsible for the implementation of the minor home repair program within
Covington in accordance with terms specified in the Block Grant contract between Tukwila and
King County.

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2) Review and pay invoices for any services performed in Covington pursuant to
this Interlocal.

E. Cities’ Joint Duties

1) Subcontract with an agency/contractors that will perform qualified home
repairs in Tukwila, SeaTac, Covington, and Des Moines in accordance with King County’s
Block Grant program and applicable city policies.

2) No City shall use more funds than have been annually allocated to it by King
County for a minor home repair program. However, if a City is unable to spend its portion of the
funds by the 3™ quarter of the year for which the funds were allocated, the Cities may mutually
agree to shift those funds to another City that has an on-going demand for minor home repair.
Fund allocation shall be as set forth in Exhibit A, which is attached hereto and incorporated
herein by this reference. Exhibit A shall be amended annually and all subsequent amended
Exhibit As shall automatically supersede the prior Exhibit A and be fully incorporated herein
upon distribution of each amended Exhibit A to all of the Cities by the administrative agent.

3) Abide by additional requirements outlined in the agreement between Tukwila
and King County for a minor home repair program, which is attached hereto as Exhibit B and
incorporated herein by this reference. Exhibit B shall be amended annually and all subsequent
amended Exhibit Bs shall automatically supersede the prior Exhibit B and be fully incorporated
herein upon distribution of each amended Exhibit B to all of the Cities by the administrative
agent.

4) The Cities agree to include the following language verbatim in every
subcontract, provider agreement, or purchase agreement for services which relate to the subject
matter of this Contract: “Subcontractor shall protect, defend, indemnify, and hold harmless King
County, its officers, employees and agents from any and all costs, claims, judgments, and/or
awards of damages arising out of, or in any way resulting from the negligent act or omissions of
subcontractor, its officers, employees, and/or agents in connection with or in support of this
Contract. Subcontractor expressly agrees and understands that King County is a third party
beneficiary to this Contract and shall have the right to bring an action against subcontractor to
enforce the provisions of this paragraph.”

5) Duration. This Interlocal shall become effective when it is approved by the
Cities and shall remain in effect on an ongoing basis so long as funds are available for the minor
home repair program.

6) Termination. Any City may terminate this Interlocal without cause by giving
the other Cities a thirty-day written notice. The terminating City shall remain fully responsible
for meeting its funding responsibilities to date up to the point of termination and other
obligations established by this Interlocal through the end of the calendar year in which such
notice is given. The administrative agent is authorized to terminate the participation of any City
that does not fulfill its obligations as set forth in this Agreement. Written notice of such
termination shall be mailed to each City and shall become effective upon said mailing.

$1,000,000.00 per occurrence/aggregate for personal injury and property damage. In the event
that a City is a member of a pool of self-insured cities, the City shall provide proof of such
membership in lieu of the insurance requirement above. Such self-insurance shall provide
coverage equal to or greater than that required of non-self insurance pool member Cities.

10) Applicable Law; Venue; Attorney’s Fees. This Interlocal shall be governed
by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington. In the event any suit,
arbitration, or other proceeding is instituted to enforce any term of this Interlocal, the parties
specifically understand and agree that venue shall be exclusively in King County, Washington.
The prevailing party in any such action shall be entitled to its attorney’s fees and costs of suit.

11) Counterparts. This document may be executed in any number of
counterparts, each of which shall be considered an original.

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12) Amendment or Modification. This Interlocal may be amended or modified in

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Background

In order to facilitate capital infrastructure improvements undertaken by the City, the need to obtain
additional right-of-way is required. This is often due to the necessary improvements (additional travel
lanes, bicycle lanes, landscaped planter strip, and/or sidewalks being elements of a capital project). The
Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) provides Local Agency Guidelines (LAG) as
to the process and steps for municipalities in Washington State to follow in their planning, design,
construction, and maintenance of transportation facilities. To assist agencies in accomplishing these
goals, the LAG manual describes the processes, documents, and approvals necessary to obtain Federal
Highway Administration (FHWA) funds to develop local transportation projects and defray their costs.

The LAG manual is a compilation of information from many sources and is a reference source for
administrative and field personnel in any governmental agency. Highways and Local Programs is the
division within the Washington State Department of Transportation (WSDOT) which serves local
agencies.

Discussion

Chapter 25 of the aforementioned LAG manual is titled “Right of Way Procedures” and outlines the
process and procedures to follow when the acquisition of right-of-way is required for a project. An agency
must have prior approval from WSDOT for right-of-way acquisition procedures. Acquisition procedures
are submitted to the Region Local Programs Engineer for review prior to final execution by the local
agency. Highways and Local Programs forwards the procedures through the Region Local Agency
Coordinator for approval. The local agency will be approved to acquire right-of-way based on submitted
procedures.

The City of Des Moines had previously obtained right-of-way acquisition approval from WSDOT,
however, with key staff changes in November/December of 2016, staff submitted updated Right of Way
Procedures for concurrence by the City Council on December 8, 2016. The adopted procedures have been
included as Attachment 3 for reference.

During WSDOT review of the City’s Right of Way Procedure update, staff was informed and requested
to provide an Administrative Settlement Policy as it appeared this had not been written in policy to date.
An Administrative settlement is a negotiated settlement of a right-of-way acquisition case in which the
agency has administratively approved payment in excess of fair market value as shown on the agency’s
approved determination of value. The designated local agency representative may approve an
administrative settlement when it is determined that such action is in the public interest. In arriving at a
determination to approve an administrative settlement, the designated official must give full consideration
to all pertinent information. The settlement justification must include the circumstances of each individual
parcel that convince the agency that an administrative settlement is in the agencies’ as well as the public’s
best interest.

Staff has prepared Draft Resolution 17-142 (Attachment 1) adopting Administrative Settlement Policies
(Attachment 2), which propose to allow the City Manager, or designee to have the authority to make
administrative settlements up to 10% above FMV not to exceed $50,000. Administrative settlements in
excess of $50,000 shall require the approval of the City Council. The $50,000 amount reflects the
contract signature authority for the City Manager.
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Alternatives
Council could modify the settlement amount level.

Financial Impact

All future right of way expenditures would be planned and budgeted through the Capital Improvement
Budget process for each project as happens currently.

Recommendation

Staff recommends Council approve the suggested motion.

An AGENCY that proposes to use outside contractors for
any of the above functions will need to work closely with the WSDOT Local Agency Coordinator (LAC)
and Local Programs to ensure all requirements are met. When the AGENCY proposes to have a staff
person approved to negotiate who is not experienced in negotiation for FHWA funded projects, the
LAC must be given a reasonable opportunity to review all offers and supporting data before they are
presented to the property owners.

c. An AGENCY wishing to take advantage of an Appraisal Waiver (aka Administrative Offer Summary or
AOS) procedure on properties valued up to $25,000 or less should make their proposed waiver
procedure a part of these procedures. The procedure outlined in LAG manual has already been
approved using form LPA-003. The AGENCY may submit a procedure different than that shown and it
will be reviewed and approved if it provides sufficient information to determine value.

d. Attachment 2 is a copy of the AGENCY's administrative settlement procedure showing the approving
authority(s) and the procedure involved in making administrative settlements.

2. All projects shall be available for review by the FHWA and WSDOT at any time and all project documents
shall be retained and available for inspection during the plan development, right-of-way and
construction stages, and for a three year period following acceptance of the projects by WSDQOT.

3.  Approval of the AGENCY’s procedures by WSDOT may be rescinded at any time the AGENCY is found to
no longer have qualified staff or is found to be in non-compliance with the regulations. The rescission
may be applied to all or part of the functions approved.

The City of Des Moines, Washington, hereinafter referred to as “AGENCY™, desiring to acquire Real Property
according to 23 CFR, Part 635, Subpart C and State directives, and desiring to take advantage of the $25,000.00
appraisal waiver process approved by the Federal [lighway Administration (FHWA) for Washington State,
hereby agrees to follow the procedure approved for the Washington State Department of Transportation
(WSDOT) as follows:

Rules

Procedures

The AGENCY may elect to waive the requirement for an appraisal if the acquisition is simple
and the compensation estimate indicated on the Project Funding Estimate (PFE) is $25,000.00 or
less including cost-to cure items, A True Cost Estimate shall not be used with this procedure.

The AGENCY must make the properly owner(s) aware that an appraisal has not been completed
on the property for offers $10,000 or less.

The AGENCY must make the property owner(s) aware that an appraisal has not been completed
on the property for offers over $10,000 and up to $25,000, and that an appraisal will be prepared
if requested by the property owner(s).

Special care should be taken in the preparation of the waiver. As no

review is mandated, the preparer needs to assure that the compensation is fair and that all the
calculations are correct.

A. An Administrative Ofter Summary (AOS) is prepared using data from the PFE.
B. The AOS is submitted to the Planning, Building and Public Works Director for approval.
C. The Planning, Building and Public Works Director signs the AOS authorizing a first offer to the
property owner(s).

The purpose of this agenda item is for City Council to adopt Draft Resolution No. 18-005 supporting

action to address long-term aviation capacity needs in Western Washington.

Suggested Motion

Motion: “I move to adopt Draft Resolution No. 18-005 requesting appropriate action to be taken by the
King County Council, the Puget Sound Regional Council, the State Legislature, and the Governor’s Office
to address long-term aviation capacity needs in Western Washington.”

Background
The Des Moines City Council recently formed an Aviation Advisory Committee to examine potential

opportunities and impacts associated with Sea-Tac International Airport. At the Committee’s most recent
meeting in January, it was their recommendation that the City Council adopt a Resolution requesting
action to be taken by the King County Council, the Puget Sound Regional Council, the State Legislature,
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and the Governor’s Office to address long-term aviation capacity needs in Western Washington and
specifically the siting of a second major airport.

Discussion

While the City recognizes that Sea-Tac is an engine for economic growth for the region, it is also evident
that Des Moines experiences considerable and disproportionate health and environmental impacts due to
our proximity to Sea-Tac International Airport. For that reason, the City has repeatedly taken the position
that the existing impacts of growth at the Airport need to be appropriately mitigated prior to any additional
growth. Additionally, the City has also publicly supported efforts to site an additional major airport at a
location sufficiently far away so as to avoid additional impacts. (Attachments 2 and 3 are provided as
examples).

The City has made these positions clear through comment letters, public comments, adopted Policy
Positions and other methods and will continue to do so. To stress the importance of these issues, the
Aviation Advisory Committee is recommending the Council adopt a formal Resolution stating the City’s
position and requesting action from various agencies. The Draft Resolution seeks action by the King
County Council, the Puget Sound Regional Council, the State Legislature, and the Governor’s Office to
address long-term aviation capacity needs in Western Washington and to provide the City Council with a
written response to this request within 60 days. A similar Resolution was passed recently by the City of
Burien.

Alternatives

Puget Sound Regional Council,

The City of Des Moines appreciates the important work of the Puget Sound Regional Council and
the opportunity to comment on the Draft of the Regional Transportation Plan - 2018.

The draft plan acknowledges the importance of a sustainable regional transportation network
moving people and goods in ways that support a healthy environment and a strong economy. The
plan also recognizes the opportunity to address past harms to the environment and improve air
and water quality. The City of Des Moines is committed to multi-modal options.

The City of Des Moines comments relate primarily to the section of the plan devoted to the regional
aviation system and planning for future airport system needs (pg.53-54).

Washington is the most trade dependent state in the nation and Washington airports undeniably
have a significant impact on the State’s economy. [1] The plan is deficient in the discussion of this
critical element of the state’s transportation system, devoting a brief half page to this topic.

The primary concern of the City of Des Moines has to do with the asymmetrical relationship
between the public benefit of economic activity coming from airport operations (specifically SeaTac
International Airport) and the disproportionate negative impacts experienced by our city in
proximity to this major airport. We understand the plan addresses the statewide transportation
system, nonetheless SeaTac is the largest component in the statewide aviation system.

It is state policy to work with appropriate local and regional authorities to begin the process of siting
a second large commercial airport in western Washington.

1. The 2012 Aviation Economic Impact Study estimated that, 'the total impact of airport-related activity included
approximately 250,000 jobs, $15.3 billion in wages and $51 billion in total economic activity. The study also
stated that more than $790 million in tax revenue came from airport's economic impact, with $550 million going
to the State and $250 million distributed to local jurisdictions; cities, counties and special purpose districts.’

We are supportive of the plan’s discussion related to the State taking the lead in addressing
capacity needs, including by funding a site selection study for the placement of new airports(s),
and placing a priority on funding and planning the state’s air transportation system (pg. 54).

The plan section related to maximizing aviation capacity within the existing regional airport system
before constructing new airports, should be modified to require that the disproportionate impacts
experienced by Des Moines residents and surrounding communities are primary considerations in
the decision to move toward siting a new international airport within the region (pg. 54).

Additionally, the impacts of SeaTac in terms of mobility, connectivity and multi-modal accessibility
to and from the airport is problematic and remains largely unaddressed. The complexity of the
regional transportation systems and often ineffective regional planning for transportation is part of
the difficulty in addressing transport concerns.

SeaTac is growing rapidly and the plan needs to provide guidance to assure that multi-modal
options are the standard for addressing airport growth. Constraints on the capacity of the regional
transportation grid to absorb millions of more passengers and tons of cargo must be seen as
signaling consideration of new airport facilities that will relieve congestion, not simply add to it. The
integration of the state aviation system into regional transportation planning is essential to the
accommodation of future demand at SeaTac and elsewhere.

Without adequate access, the economic potential from aviation is constrained and the impacts to
local residents become increasingly unfair.

Sustainability must be central to any discussion of the effectiveness and functionality of the state
transportation system, including the aviation system. As you know, the classic definition of
sustainability comes from the 1987 Brundtland Report, defining sustainable development as,
‘development that meets the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future
generations to meet their own needs.’

We strongly object to the absence of any discussion related to sustainability and air and water
quality related to airport system needs, particularly related to maximizing existing airport capacity
before constructing new airports. Sustainability, air, and water quality must be critical
considerations in the decision to site new airports. The following policies from Vision 2040 support
the inclusion of these considerations related to air system planning:

MPP-T-7: Develop a transportation system that minimizes negative impacts to human health.

MPP-T-5: Foster a less polluting system that reduces the negative effects of transportation
infrastructure and operation on the climate and natural environment.

MPP-T-20: Design transportation facilities to fit within the context of the built or natural environments
in which they are located.

The Waterkand (Cety
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The ability to implement sustainable measures to protect the natural environment, human health,
mitigate noise and understand any adverse health impacts of jet fuel emissions, etc. is an essential
constraint on future airport capacity and expansion. Without the ability to implement sustainable
measures, future SeaTac airport growth in both operations and capacity, should be constrained.

Additionally, the City requests that discussion of the City of Des Moines’ potential for a passenger
ferry terminal be added to the section related to the ferry system (pg. 50). The City is actively
working on potential passenger ferry service to Seattle and Tacoma. The City’s proximity to light
rail and a fast-growing employment base serve to make passenger ferry service in Des Moines a
viable alternative mode of transportation.

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on this planning document, and for serious
consideration of the City's comments and concerns. We look forward to the opportunity to
continue this discussion on behalf of all of our residents.

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Background
The Port of Seattle (“Port”) operates the Sea-Tac International Airport (“Airport” or “Sea-Tac”). The Port

is currently drafting a “Sustainable Airport Master Plan” (“SAMP”) that will plan for airport growth over
the next 20 years; growth that could have significant negative impacts on surrounding cities. Pursuant to
the National Environmental Policy Act (“NEPA”) and the Washington State Environmental Policy Act
(“SEPA™), the Port may prepare, for agency and public review and comment, environmental documents,
up to and including an Environmental Impact Statement. The ILA Parties have determined that it is in
their best interest to coordinate their review, analysis, and responses concerning the environmental review
process and the impacts that are addressed in environmental documents issued by the Port.

Discussion

This ILA establishes a process for the selection and funding of consultants to assist with review and
preparation of formal comments regarding the environmental review process and the Sustainable Airport
Master Plan (SAMP) environmental impacts.

Alternatives
1. To amend the ILA and submit the amended version to the Cities of Burien, Normandy Park and
SeaTac for their approval.

2 To refrain from approving the ILA as presented.

Financial Impact

If consultants are hired by the Parties, the Parties will commit to a level of funding to be provided. Fiscal
Management associated with the contractors shall be administered by Burien, to include processing
invoices and payments on a monthly basis, invoicing other Parties to the ILA, and periodic fiscal reports
to the Parties.

Pursuant to RCW 39.34, the Interlocal Cooperation Act, this Agreement is entered into
between the City of Burien, a municipal corporation, hereinafter referred to as “Burien,” the
City of Des Moines, a municipal corporation hereinafter referred to as “Des Moines,” the City
of Normandy Park, a municipal corporation hereinafter referred to as “Normandy Park,” and
the City of SeaTac, a municipal corporation hereinafter referred to as “SeaTac,” and all four
cities collectively referred to as the “Parties” or “Cities”, for the purpose of review and
commenting on the environmental review process, analysis and documents prepared for the
Port of Seattle’s the Sea-Tac Airport Sustainable Airport Master Plan.

Background. The Port of Seattle (“Port™) operates the Sea-Tac International Airport
(“Airport” or “Sea-Tac”). The Port is currently drafting a “Sustainable Airport Master Plan”
(“SAMP”) that will plan for airport growth over the next 20 years; growth that could have
significant negative impacts on surrounding cities. Pursuant to the National Environmental
Policy Act (“NEPA”) and the Washington State Environmental Policy Act (“SEPA”), the
Port may prepare, for agency and public review and comment, environmental documents,
up to and including an Environmental Impact Statement. The Parties have determined that
it is in their best interest to coordinate their review, analysis, and responses concerning the
environmental review process and the impacts that are addressed in environmental
documents issued by the Port.

Purpose. The purpose of this Agreement is for the Parties to establish a process for review,
analysis, and responding to the environmental process, impacts and concerns related to the
SAMP, including those issues raised during the Port’s SEPA and NEPA processes. By
coordinating their efforts, the Parties will be in a better position to evaluate and respond to
the Port’s environmental review process. The Parties may jointly hire and fund consultants
to assist with review and preparation of formal comments regarding the environmental
review process and the SAMP’s environmental impacts. This Agreement establishes a
process for the selection and funding of these consultants.

Review and Commenting. The environmental review process will include opportunities
for the Parties to provide formal comments to the Port. This could include commenting on
the Port’s selected environmental review process and any documents which may be issued
as part of that process. The Parties agree to coordinate their comments at each of these steps
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and to issue a single comment letter signed by each Party’s designated representative.

Consultant Selection. It may be in the best interest of the Parties to jointly hire a consultant
to assist with review and commenting on the SAMP’s environmental review and impacts.
If it is agreed to hire a consultant, the Parties will work cooperatively and collaboratively
on every aspect of the consultant selection process and shall be in mutual agreement prior
to moving to the next step. It is anticipated that only one consultant will be retained, with
the understanding that the retained consultant may use sub-consultants to complete specific
tasks. Generally, the steps will be as follows:

a Determine what consultant expertise is needed;
b. Determine which Party will be the lead for contract administration;
c Determine project budget and contribution amount from each Party;

d Drafting a Request for Qualifications (RFQ);

g, Publish/Circulate Notice Requesting Statement of Qualifications;

f Review of statements and selection for interviews;

g Conducting interviews, with interested Parties represented;

h. Final consultant selection;

i Developiﬁg a final Scope of Work;

i Negotiation of consultant contract;

k Approval of Consultant Contract by the lead City in accordance with its

contract approval procedures.

Consultant Funding. If consultants are hired as contemplated in Section 4 of this
Agreement, the Parties will individually commit to a level of funding to be provided. These
funds must be committed prior to requesting Statements of Qualifications as noted above.
The management of these funds will be as described in Section 8. Such funding
determinations shall be documented in writing.

Joint Roles and Responsibilities. Each Party shall be responsible for the following:

a. Each Party shall assign a representative(s) (“Party Representative(s)”) to help
prepare and/or participate in review of draft work products. The Party
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Representative administering any consultant contract will communicate any
changes to schedules, budgets, and any other pertinent information in a timely
manner so as to keep each jurisdiction apprised of the status of the consultant’s
work.

b. Time is of the essence for the review of environmental documents. The Parties
shall work expeditiously and in good faith to achieve the smooth progress of
review and commenting. This includes allocating adequate staff time and
providing all necessary data and other information or materials needed for timely
review and commenting.

c. The Party Representatives shall receive copies of consultant invoices. All
concerns with consultant billing shall be communicated to the contract
administrator in a timely manner.

d. Should any Party wish to file an appeal of any Port environmental decision, the
Party Representatives shall discuss whether such an appeal should be pursued
jointly. If an individual jurisdiction appeal is filed, the appeal shall be
immediately transmitted to all Parties, so that they can decide whether to
intervene in the appeal in order to provide assistance.

e. The Parties shall work together in good faith to assure comments are made
within the deadlines prescribed by law.

Contract Management. Contracts for consultant(s) shall be administered by the City of
SeaTac. These responsibilities include monitoring of work of the consultant in terms of
content and timeliness; coordinating with the City of Burien regarding the consultant
invoices and payments; arrangement of meetings to address the comments of the Parties;
etc.

Fiscal Management. Management of fiscal matters associated with this Agreement shall

be administered by the City of Burien. These responsibilities include processing consultant
invoices and payments on a monthly basis; invoicing other Parties to the agreement;
periodic fiscal reports to the Parties; etc.

Additional Consultant Services. Each Party retains the right to hire their own consultants

at their own expense to complete work necessary for the project, so long as the work does
not conflict with the Project. In such cases, the results of any consultant work will be shared
with the other Parties.
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Administration of Agreement. Supervision and administration of this Agreement shall be
the responsibility of each Parties’ City Manager or his/her respective designee.

Duration. This Agreement shall be effective upon execution by each party and shall remain
in full force and effect through completion of the SAMP environmental review process or
December 31, 2020, whichever comes first. This Agreement may be extended upon mutual
agreement of all Parties.

Termination. Any party may withdraw from this Agreement, effective upon thirty (30)
days written notice to the other parties. However, the withdrawing Party shall still be
responsible for the payment of any costs in which they have agreed to pay prior to the
effective date of withdrawal.

Modification. This Agreement may be modified by further written agreement upon mutual
acceptance by all parties.

Alternative Dispute Resolution. If a dispute arises from or relates to this Agreement or
the breach thereof and if the dispute cannot be resolved through direct discussions, the
parties agree to endeavor first to settle the dispute in an amicable manner by mediation
administered by a mediator under JAMS Alternative Dispute Resolution service rules or
policies before resorting to arbitration. The mediator may be selected by agreement of the
parties or through JAMS.

Written Notice. All communications regarding this Agreement shall be sent to the parties
at the addresses listed on the signature page of the Agreement, unless notified to the
contrary. Any written notice hereunder shall become effective three (3) business days after
the date of transmittal, and shall be deemed sufficiently given if sent to the addressee at the
address stated in this Agreement or such other address as may be hereafter specified in
writing.

Hold Harmless. Each party to this Agreement shall defend, indemnify and hold the other
party, its appointed and elected officers and employees, harmless from claims, actions,
injuries, damages, losses or suits including attorney fees, arising or alleged to have arisen
directly or indirectly out of or in consequence of the performance of this Agreement to the
extent caused by the fault or negligence of the indemnitor, its appointed or elected officials,
employees, officers, agents, assigns, volunteers or representatives.

Non-Discrimination. The Parties shall not discriminate in any manner related to this
Agreement on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex, religion, age, marital status or
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disability in employment or the provision of services.

18. Severability. If any provision of the Agreement shall be held invalid, the remainder of this
Agreement shall not be affected thereby if such remainder would then continue to serve the
purposes and objectives of both parties.

19. Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties.
Any modifications or amendments to this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be signed

by each party.

Purpose and Recommendation

The purpose of this agenda item is for the City Council to adopt proposed amendments to the Des Moines
City Council Rules of Procedure pursuant to chapter 4.12 DMMC.

Motion: “I move to place Draft Resolution No. 18-012, adopting the proposed amendments to the Des
Moines City Council Rules of Procedure, on the next available Consent Calendar for a second reading and

approval.”

Background
The last time the City Council Rules of Procedure were updated was 2017. Since that time, the following

issues have arisen that need to be addressed:

1,

During the annual audit process, the state auditors requested that the notice requirement for a
“special meeting” include a provision that states what the duration of the meeting will be. This
language has been included to fulfill that request.

As a result of the recent election and the need to assign Councilmembers to committees,
discussions were held with staff regarding the names and duties of certain committees. Given the
importance of being adequately prepared for an emergency as well as the emphasis that the City
has recently given to emergency management, it is recommended that the Public Safety and
Transportation Committee be changed to the “Public Safety and Emergency Management
Committee.” As there are a great deal of important transportation related projects currently being
planned, developed, or constructed at this time in and around the City, it is recommended that a
“Transportation Committee” be created and devoted solely to these important issues. Finally, since
there was very little business related specifically to finance in the Finance and Economic
Development Committee, it is recommended that this Committee name be changed to simply the
“Economic Development Committee.”

The final amendment relates to a requirement that the Mayor read the title of an Ordinance prior
to its passage. Historically, the Mayor has read the title after the Ordinance has passed, which is
not in alignment with this rule. There is no state law requirement to publicly read the title of an
Ordinance before or after passage. It is recommended this language be removed in order to
streamline meetings and avoid any potential violation of Council Rules.

Discussion

DMMC 4.12.030 provides that “[a]ny .... amendment or new rules shall be submitted in resolution form
at a regular meeting and shall be placed on the Council agenda under the order of new business. A vote
of the Council to adopt such a resolution shall occur at a subsequent regular meeting.” Accordingly, this
Draft Resolution cannot pass on first reading but must be set over for a second reading and approval.

Alternatives
The alternative would be to not adopt the proposed amendments, or to revise the proposed amendments
and pass the Draft Resolution on to the next available Consent Calendar for approval.

DRAFT RESOLUTION NO. 18-012

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DES MOINES,
WASHINGTON, amending the Des Moines City Council Rules of Procedure
(“Rules”) last amended on March 9, 2017, to update the notice
requirements for special meetings, amend committee names, and
streamline ordinance adoption procedures.

WHEREAS, DMMC 4.12.030 provides that the rules “...may be
amended or new rules may be adopted by an affirmative vote of at
least a majority of the whole membership of the council,” and

WHEREAS, DMMC 4.12.030 further provides that “...[a]lny such
amendments or new rules shall be submitted in resolution form at
a regular meeting and shall be placed on the council agenda under
order of new business,” and

WHEREAS, a vote of the Council to adopt a resolution
amending the Council Rules shall occur at a subsequent regular
meeting, and

WHEREAS, a comprehensive review of the Rules was conducted
and the City Council finds that the amendments proposed are
necessary and appropriate; now therefore,

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DES MOINES RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

Sec. 1. The Des Moines City Council Rules of Procedure,
Updated March 9, 2017 by Resolution No. 1356, is hereby amended to
read as follows:

SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETINGS

RULE 8. It is the intent of the Des Moines City
Council that the procedures of this Council Rule 8
are enforceable to the same extent as RCW 42.30.080,
as the City's implementation of the Open Public
Meetings Act special meeting requirements set forth
at RCW 42.30.080. Procedures for setting a special
meeting are as follows:

The notice shall contain the
following information about the meeting: time,
place, duration of meeting, and business to be
transacted. The notice shall be reviewed by the City
Attorney for ©proper legal form. After the
preliminary agenda has Dbeen approved by the
Presiding Officer, a copy of the agenda and
supporting materials shall be prepared for
Councilmembers, the City Manager, and the press by
close of business Friday prior to the Special Council
Meeting, except in case of an emergency.

(c) (1) The notice shall be delivered by mail,
by electronic mail to an address designated by the
receiver of the email, or personally to each
Councilmember, the City Manager, and the business
office of each local newspaper and radio and
television station which has on file a written
request for notice of special meetings. The notice
must be delivered at least twenty-four (24) hours
prior to the meeting.

(2) When email notice is given to
Councilmembers, the City Clerk shall ©provide
confirming follow up of such email notice by making
a personal telephone call directly to each
Councilmember who has made a standing written
advance request to the City Clerk for such follow up
telephone call. The City Clerk shall document the
date and time of such follow up telephone call.

(d) The notices provided in this section may be
dispensed within the circumstances provided by RCW
42 .30.080; that iss

(1) As to any member who at, or prior to
the time the meeting convenes files with the Clerk
a written waiver of notice,

(2) As to any member who was actually
present at the meeting at the time it convenes, and

(3) In the event a special meeting 1is
called to deal with an emergency involving injury or
damage to persons or property or the likelihood of
such injury or damage, when time requirements of such
notice would make notice impractical and increase
the likelihood of such injury or damage.
